The District Assembly, held each April or May, is an opportunity for Rotarians to increase 

their Rotary knowledge, develop leadership skills, and meet other Rotarians in the district. 

  

Club leaders receive resources at the district assembly to help them lead and motivate their 

club members, along with information on their roles and responsibilities. They also can meet 

incoming district leaders, including the district governor, assistant governors, and various 

committee members. 

This is why incoming club board members and committee chairs are expected to attend this 

event. 

Attendees use case studies to exchange ideas and brainstorm solutions to common club issues, 

while also drawing on the expertise of other Rotarians in their District. Sessions dedicated to 

public speaking, long-range planning, and effective goal setting are among the most popular. 

The assemblies also provide Rotarians with information about their districts goals for the next 

year, the new RI Theme, the Club Leadership Plan, recruitment and retention strategies. 

Overall, the district assembly helps all club members get motivated for the upcoming Rotary 

year while enjoying the fellowship of other Rotarians in their district.

Hi all 

  

We have survived the first week and are now in Tom Price, enjoying our first shower and flush 

toilet in three days!  The students are a great group, and no problems so far.  We‟re about to do a 

„garage sale‟ with all the „lost property‟ found on the bus...bargain basement prices for wallets, 

cameras, chargers, clothing, etc. 

  

We have explored and swum in a number of gorges in Karijini and Hamersley National Parks, 

and heading to Exmouth tomorrow – a 7 hour drive.  We had a lovely time at New Norcia and at 

Nallan Station, the students had a go at cracking a stockwhip, making damper and billy tea, and 

eating witchetty grubs.  They even had a baby kangaroo they are fostering at the station, which all 

the students loved! 

  

Then to Newman and the mine tour, shopping and a laundry being the highlights, followed by 3 

days bush camps – 2 at Karijini and one outside the national park, where we had a campfire, with 

guitar and chorus by the girls.   

  

Everyone is now an expert at the „bush squat‟ and „emu bob‟, and the appearance of a dingo or 

kangaroo in camp doesn‟t phase them at all.  In fact, the „bush squat‟ is generally preferred to the 

„long drop‟ toilets! 

  

Back from the garage sale now, and there were some great bargains to be had, with the highest 

bid being blowing up 38 air mattresses, washing 60 cups and cleaning 2 barbecues as a bid for a 

host mother‟s book that one of the student‟s had left on the busJ
