Hello everyone! Today is the 4 month anniversary of my arrival here!  

 

The big highlight for me for the last month was Anzac Day, so that will be the focus of this report.  

 

This year for Anzac Day, I had the privilege to go to Ieper (in French and English, it is Ypres). I 

arrived on Friday evening with Jenna and Sage from Australia, and Kendel from NZ, and we were 

met by Ingrid and Pascal, long time friends of my parents, and their kids, Katoo and Zita. We put 

our gear in the van, and walked to the Menin Gate, to hear the evening sounding of the Last 

Post. It was really sobering, hearing it echoing around the arch. Same when the Piper played 

Highland Cathedral as a few people lay some wreaths. There were about 1000 people there, 

including three s eparate school groups. One of the groups was the West Australian Premiers 

Anzac Tour, and it was a girl from there that said the Ode after the Post.  

Afterwards we headed back to the campervan, and drove to Poperinge, where Ingrid's mother 

lives. She didn't  speak any English, only a little French, but with the Demusyere's there is was fine. 

She was really nice! Kendel entertained us on the piano a bit, and Sage had a bit of male  

bonding time with Pascal. I hit the sack as early as I could, but it was still 1 1pm before the light 

went out.  

The next morning we were up at 4am, and at 4.45 Ingrid, Pascal and Katoo arrived to collect us, 

(Zita was still asleep), and we drove to Zonnebekk, where there were some busses waiting to take 

people to the New British Cemete ry for the Dawn Service. Again, there were about a thousand 

people there. The service was in both English and Flemish. A prayer was said and a short speech 

was given by the Mayor. It was really eerie, as the sun broke over the raised ground where the 

memor ial was, just as the Post sounded. The Ode was read, in English, and a Piper played the 

Lament (I didn't recognise the tune), as people layed wreaths. After that, the six Buglers played 

the Reveille (here's something interesting - the Reveille changed with every sounding over the 

weekend. Only once was it the same as how I knew it).  

After the Service I went over to say high to the Premiers Anzac Tour group. Unfortunately, there 

wasn't anyone from Kal. Sage had his Kangaroo pins with him, so we gave all the h ighschoolers 

from WA, and their group supervisors a 'roo pin for the fancy blazers, to wear alongside their 

Australian and WA pins they were already wearing. In return, we were each given a 'Saluting 

their Service' pin, which was really cool.  
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Our pin cover ed Rotary Blazers were attracting a lot of attention, and a lot of people wanted to 

take our photos, including the Belgium Times ! Though, apparently there are a number of different 

newspapers by that name, so we are none the wiser as to which newspaper wil l publish it (it 

probably already has).  

 
After that the buses took us back to Zonnebekk, we went to the opening of an art exhibition 

about NZs involvement in the area the speeches (in English) were long winded, but we got 

through them. The we headed to the  local school for breakfast. Yummy croissants, hot tea and 

Speculoos (a special biscuit made here in Belgium - they are FANTASTIC!). While we ate, a few of 

the officials made some speeches, including the Ambassador for Australia. He made special 

reference t o how great it was to see all the young people, like the WA Tour Group, and the 

Exchange Students, 'highly recognisable in their decorated jackets!' Afterwards all of us (by now 

another four or five had arrived on the Embassy bus that came from Bruxelles. We could have 

taken that bus, but then we would have missed the Dawn Service) went up and introduced 

ourselves to the Ambassador. Pascal even invited him to the World Landsailing Championships in 

De Panne next year!  

From there is was to the Zonnebekk War M emorial for a wreath laying, then to Tyne Cott 

Cemetery, the largest single WW1 cemetery. I got to stand behind two other Exchangies as they 

lay a wreath on behalf of the Exchange Students of Australia (supplied by the Embassy). Again, 

lots of photos were taken. Then we bussed to Iepre for the full service at the Menin Gate; This 

included prayers said by five Ministers, from Australia, NZ,  in Flemmish, French, and in German. 

After that was one more wreath laying, at the Ieper War Memorial.  

Before  Jenna, S age and I checked out the In Flanders Fields Museum, I ducked into a tourist 

shop to get myself a Poppy pin I had been eying on other people all day. In there was a 12 year 

old kid who had been raised in Belgium, where his Australian parents worked. We had  been 

chatting to them on the bus earlier. He had been accepted into Hale in Perth for highschool, but 

his parents weren't sure if they would go back to Aust. Before I could buy myself the pin, the boy 

gave me one from a paper bag, saying 'I bought one for  everyone wearing a jacket like yours.' I 

was so touched, that I let him choose where on my jacket it would be pinned.  

The Museum was really quite good. It was smaller than I expected, but very good. I got a stack 

of postcards of the area, both then and n ow, and a few printed with various propaganda 

posters, to send back to my History teacher, Miss Kingston (I know she will love them).  

That evening I went to De Panne with Ingrid and Pascal, and they others headed home. It really 

was an amazing weekend, an d an Anzac Day I will never forget!
